IN NOWICH, ENG-

LAND.  SHE DIED 
SOMETIME AFTER 
1416. 

SHE WAS AN AN-

CHORESS AND A 
MYSTIC WHOSE 
REVELATIONS OF 
DIVINE LOVE(OR 
SHOWINGS) IS 
GENERALLY CON-

SIDERED ONE OF 
THE MOST REMARKABLE DOCUMENTS OF 
MEDIEVAL RELIGIOUS EXPERIENCE AND 
THEOLOGY.   SHE SPENT THE LATTER 
PART OF HER LIFE AS A RECLUSE 
(ANCHORESS) AT ST. JULIAN’S CHURCH, 
NORWICH. 

ON MAY 13, 1373,  JULIAN WAS HEALED 
OF A SERIOUS ILLNESS AFTER EXPERIC-

ING A SERIES OF VISIONS OF CHRIST’S 
SUFFERINGS AND CONVERSATIONS WITH 
JESUS ABOUT GOD’S LOVE. REVELA-

TIONS OF DIVINE LOVE IS UNPARAL-
