At the end of the hike there will be a layover day on the
Toccoa River, and campers will have the opportunity to play in the water. All trips are subject
to change at the discretion of the Glisson Outpost staff due to dangerous conditions, weather,
or emergencies. Campers will be held responsible for their own behavior while participating in
Glisson’s outdoor adventure programs.
