QUESTIONS FOR MINISTER OF ANOTHER DENOMINATION SEEKING TO SERVE IN THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH

1. Share something of your Christian experience and call to ministry.

2. The United Methodist Church holds that Scripture, tradition, experience, and reason are sources and norms for belief and practice, but the Bible is primary among them. What is your understanding of this theological position of the Church? How do you view the authority of the Bible?

3. How do you understand the following evangelical doctrines: (a) repentance (b) justification (c) regeneration (d) sanctification?

4. What is your understanding of the Sacraments of Baptism and Holy Communion? How does your understanding compare with the United Methodist teaching about the Sacraments?

5. What is your understanding of the primary characteristics of United Methodist polity? Will you be supportive of it while serving in the United Methodist Church?

6. United Methodist ministers are expected to dedicate themselves to the highest ideals of the Christian life, and to that end agree to exercise responsible self-control by personal habits conducive to bodily health, mental and emotional maturity, fidelity in marriage and celibacy in singleness, social responsibility, and growth in grace and the knowledge and love of God (paragraph 311.2.d of the 2008 Book of Discipline).
