Read Scripture, pray, and sing
carols before lighting the candle each week.

3. Focus on inward disciplines such as meditation, prayer,
fasting, and Bible study.

4. Go caroling at a nursing home, volunteer at a shelter or
food pantry, or collect an offering or goods for the needy.

5. Visit someone that is mourning the loss of a loved one or
coping with divorce, job loss, or sickness.

6. Hold a Birthday Party for Jesus, replete with storytelling,
singing, and a cake.
